EAB and Eurasian Boar Updates
· Escaped from preserve in Delware County. USDA tech shot 27 boars in the last two months, the females believed to be gravid. Also owns preserve with Sullivan where in the last two weeks escapes have been reported. Reports sightings to me and I’ll get to the right people. Eurasian boar bill still not signed by governor. 

Low Abundance Survey Species for Fall
· Our two Imap species are Wisteria sp and mile-a-minute. 
· Still time to look for invasives with this good weather. 
· Wisteria in Phoenicia.

Creation of EDRR species list
· Approaching region list- list of surrounding states, help from Steve Young. We have the old top ten list, but these aren’t EDRR. Team/ task force to develop a list?

Stacie- treatment completed 48 sites in Roundout plus Chestnut Creek.

Chris- MAM from GNPC, all sites surveyed. 

Brent- increased awareness about invasives at fair 

Donna- marsh thistle moving eastward in Schoharie. Look for it in Albany County. Developing a risk map. Prefers seeps to wetlands.

David Cox- EDRR in Otsego County going well.

Dona Crawford- 75 master gardeners active in Ulster County, free identification of invasives is very popular, doing lots of outreach and EAB early detector training “uninvited guests” lecture coming up.

Meredith Taylor- 18 campgrounds surveyed for ALB, outreach work on Ashokan Reservoir about invasives- high level of awareness. Completed herbicide treatments in areas scheduled to be harvested in heavy ash stands. Seems to be connection between ash declines and an increase in invasives. Barberry, mulitflora rose and stiltgrass are the three most numerous species.

Found Rusty crayfish in reservoirs, but they’re been there a long time. Invasives species advisory council working on education and outreach campaign- open to ideas. Also doing baseline opinion poll. Invasives species awareness week 2nd week of July 2014. Invasive species booksheld on NYIS.info being invoked on too. Wokring better signage for the reservoirs.

Susan Dollard- 62 tree stewards trained in invasive species identification 

Heather Bowman- 42 young people helping with Barberry removal, contract going well, will continue work in 2014.

Brent- working on filed data collection tool, created infestation management record, working on collecting boat steward an app.

Invasive species binder for all master gardeners/volunteers, all ID info, all protocols and management methods. Add into contract for next year.

Rick Burstell- no interest in EDRR species, need to go to the interested parties not holding workshops.
